Christian vocations and God’s love, placing the vocation of consecrated
virginity within the context of the various forms of consecrated life in the
Church.

Mary Kay Lacke  who will speak on the history of the vocation. Mary
Kay was consecrated in 1992 and has done extensive study on the history
of the Rite of Consecration. 

Theresa Marshall and Magalis Aguilera and other consecrated virgins

who will address a variety of  topics pertinent to a person discerning the
vocation of consecrated virginity such as: Reflections on the Rite of
Consecration, Distinct Spirituality of Consecrated Virginity Living the Call
in Society Today, Spiritual Direction, Praying with the Liturgy of the
Hours, Frequently Asked Questions Concerning the Life of Consecrated
Virginity. 

During the Conference there will be opportunities for personal conferences
with the Archbishop and with the consecrated virgins attending the
conference. Daily celebration of the Eucharist, Liturgy of the Hours, small
groups and quiet time for personal prayer and reflection are all part of the
conference schedule.
